Taylor County Medical Society Makes Last Donation

(Medford) After 100 years of serving the medical profession in Taylor County, the local Medical Society has become inactive.  As the last two official functions, the society wrote a $3,000 check enabling The Garden of Dreams, a burial plot for babies who died prematurely, to become a reality, and a $3,652.89 check to the Memorial Hospital Foundation, closing out its checking account.

“The Society’s mission for being became less and less relevant over the years, because other organizations presumed the objectives of physician education, networking, and political action activities,” said Dr. Walther Meyer, a 58-year member and officer of the Taylor County Medical Society.

According to Dr. Meyer, the Society began in the old Medford Clinic (formerly located on Wisconsin Avenue) in 1907.  The railroad locomotive that ran between Medford, Phillips and Park Falls provided the transportation that the physicians used to reach their meeting destinations.  Due to its (railroad) availability, Price County’s physicians joined the Society, thus making the now Price/Taylor County Medical Society more valuable due to its exceptionally large membership.  The Society was the main source of physician networking and continuing education for many years.  It watched and monitored the integrity and professionalism of the physicians.  The Society was also the vehicle utilized to circulate information to the communities from the heart, diabetes, and cancer societies.  Immunization clinics were supported by the Society; physicians donated their time administering these clinics.   

“The Memorial Hospital Foundation is very appreciative of the Price/Taylor County Medical Society’s contribution.  The Society played a prominent roll in the past medical history of our community; the Foundation will continue their tradition to the best of our ability,” said Catherine Doucette, Executive Director of the Memorial Hospital Foundation. 
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
