Memorial Hospital Foundation Receives Gift of Fire Blankets

(Medford) The Memorial Hospital Foundation recently accepted a gift of 30 fire blankets for Memorial Health Center’s use from the Dorchester Fire Department.  The adult-sized fire blankets are a new technology made from a high-tech fabric that will not burn.

The blankets block extreme heat and flame while providing potential burn victims with an increased chance for safe rescue or escape.  Unlike traditional fire blankets, the donated blankets have an unlimited shelf life and can be washed and reused.

“We are very happy that the Dorchester Fire Department thought of us as a benefactor of these fire blankets,” said Catherine Doucette, Executive Director of the Memorial Hospital Foundation.  “The Foundation will provide them to Memorial Health Center’s emergency preparedness committee for easy access if ever a need – which we hope never comes about - requires their use.” 

The Dorchester Fire Department received a Federal Emergency Management Agency’s Fire Prevention and Safety grant to fund a program that included donating fire blankets to local hospitals and nursing homes.  

“We are pleased that we were approved for the grant,” said Dorchester firefighter Beth Kayhart.  “Our department feels this is a great way to give back to our community.”

The blankets are also capable of extinguishing flames and protecting against shattered glass particles and sharp metal edges.
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
