Health Center Opens New Clinic Addition
(MEDFORD, WI)  Memorial Health Center in Medford, announces the upcoming move of the Medford location of Memorial Health Center Clinics and Medical Center Pharmacy to a new 2-story clinic, attached to the hospital.  Construction on the 24,000 square foot clinic addition began in November, 2004.  Memorial Health Center Clinics – Medford and Medical Center Pharmacy will be open in their new location on Monday, March 6th, during their regular business hours.  There will be one main entrance for all hospital, clinic and pharmacy services, located at the Atrium (constructed of large glass windows).  The Emergency Department entrance will remain unchanged.

“Memorial Health Center will reach a huge milestone this month,” said Greg Roraff, President/CEO of Memorial Health Center.  “Having our clinic and retail pharmacy services adjoined to the hospital will provide our patients with much more convenience when it comes to their healthcare.  It will be like a one-stop shopping concept; patients can come in for their clinic appointments, receive diagnostic services, such as lab and imaging services and, if necessary, even stop off at the pharmacy following their appointment without having to leave the facility.”

Following the clinic and pharmacy move, the former clinic building will be remodeled to expand therapy and rehab services (Medford Therapy& Fitness).  Moving therapy services to the former clinic building, referred in the future as Memorial Health Center’s Professional Building, will allow Cardiopulmonary Rehab Services to take over the space where Medford Therapy & Fitness currently occupies, allowing for a more accessible entrance for patients.  The Eye Clinic of Wisconsin, ENT (Ear-Nose-Throat) Associates and Dr. Uhri’s office will also remain in the Memorial Health Center Professional Building.
