WIAA Sports Physicals Offered

 At Memorial Health Center Clinic Locations

Memorial Health Center Clinics will provide WIAA sports physicals at a reduced rate on specific dates and times listed below:

Appointments are required.  Students should call the clinic location of their choosing and specify that the appointment is for a WIAA sports physical.  A medical history form must be completed prior to the exam and must be signed by the parent.  Forms may be picked up at any location of the Memorial Health Center Clinic locations.  The medical history form with parental signature must be with the student at the time of the exam.  The exam will include a musculoskeletal assessment provided by therapists from Medford Therapy & Fitness, and students are reminded to arrive for the exam wearing shorts and a t-shirt.  There will be a $25 charge for the exam, which must be paid at the time of exam and cannot be submitted for insurance purposes. 
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WIAA regulations require physicals on an every-other-year basis.  All seventh, ninth and eleventh grade students must have physicals.  If parents are unsure if their 

student requires a physical, they should call the school office.  The WIAA further states that exceptions to the every-other-year physical requirements are those students who were hospitalized or suffered serious injury or illness since their most recent physical.  Students will not be allowed to participate in any athletic sport without a properly signed WIAA physical card, and WIAA alternate year athletic permit cards for students not requiring an exam are available at school offices.

Pre-participation sports physicals provided by Memorial Health Center Clinics on the above dates will fulfill physical exam requirements for the WIAA.  

Parents are reminded that physical exams provided under “well-child checks” will also fulfill physical exam requirements for the WIAA.  The family’s health insurance provider often covers well-child checks, however, parents should check with their insurance provider before scheduling a well-child check appointment.  Appointments for well-child checks can be made at any time with providers at Memorial Health Center Clinics.
