Dyslexia, Unlocking the Mystery

A Free Health Forum Offering

(Medford)  Memorial Health Center will sponsor a free health forum entitled “Dyslexia, Unlocking the Mystery” on Tuesday, October 30th at 6:45 p.m. at the Sandbox Childcare & Preschool (Across the street from the hospital at 664 Cedar St., Medford), presented by pediatricians, Dr. Cathy Reuter and Dr. Susan Messerly, and speech therapist, Michelle Granger.

“Dyslexia is not when a child has a lack of motivation or interest in reading, but rather an unexpected difficulty in reading.” said Dr. Cathy Reuter.  “Some of the world’s greatest doctors, writers, and inventors were struggling readers.”

“Dyslexia is present in one out of 5-10 individuals,” said Michelle Granger, MS, CCC-SLP.  “That’s a big percentage of people who may need some help with reading, spelling, and writing.”

Dr. Cathy Reuter and Michelle Granger, MS, CCC-SLP, recently became trained in an Orton-Gillingham, multisensory approach to teaching reading.  Through their expertise, Memorial Health Center has developed a tutoring program available to those who are diagnosed with dyslexia, and even for those struggling with reading who are not dyslexic.  A physician referral is not needed; however, the providers anticipate they will receive referrals from teachers and healthcare providers.

“Diagnosing and treating dyslexia is very much a team approach,” said Dr. Reuter. “It may begin with a parent or a teacher who recognizes a problem, and then the child may be brought into the clinic to see their pediatrician.  And if that child is diagnosed, we want to help and treat them by supporting them as a team.”

At the health forum, these health professionals will define and describe dyslexia with characteristics and statistics; and discuss treatment using a multisensory approach, neurology, and testing of dyslexia.
