“We have all the technology and knowledge that a larger clinic might have,” said Pat Krause, RN.  “But we have something special, a compassionate atmosphere.  When a patient enters our facility, we treat them as one of our own family members; we treat them as a person, not a number.” 

The Clinic gets busier during the flu season, and the healthcare professionals work as a team so everyone is seen as scheduled and will provide care on a walk-in or same-day basis as needed. 

When the Clinic opened on November 17, 1977, it serviced the community only three mornings per week.  Today, the Memorial Health Center Clinic – Prentice location is open Monday-Friday 8am-5pm.   Pat Krause, RN, has worked at the Clinic since it opened; Dr. Leo Lofland for 27 years, and new providers Dr. Amy Falkenberg and family nurse practitioner, Durrelle Whitmore, recently started their practices at Memorial Health Center Clinics – Prentice.

“I like it here,” said Dr. Falkenberg.  “This is the old-fashioned family practice that I was looking for.”
