Memorial Hospital Foundation supports heart care, cancer screenings and more, in recent donations to Memorial Health Center


The Memorial Hospital Foundation recently authorized funding that will assist approximately 5,850 patients this year at Memorial Health Center.  For fiscal year 2007, the Memorial Hospital Foundation will procure two infant bassinets, a cardiac monitor for one of the Emergency Department rooms, a Nikon Eclise50i Microscope, an electronic and programmable podiatrist’s chair, and a $3000 contribution towards the expenses of a free prostate cancer screening for 250 men.

“We are deeply appreciative of the gifts that the Memorial Hospital Foundation can provide the citizens of our service area,” said Greg Roraff, CEO of Memorial Health Center.  “They most certainly contribute to the mission of providing health care services of high value.”

“Memorial Hospital Foundation chooses opportunities to fund based on need and the number of citizens that would be affected,” said Dave Goessl, Memorial Hospital Foundation Chairman.  


The infant bassinets will replace outdated wooden ones; the cardiac monitor will be a ‘Dash 3000’.  It is small and portable, which allows it to accompany patients to other departments and services within the hospital.  It also has a memory that saves the patient’s vital signs and a built-in printer.  The microscope purchased has the capability of magnifying 10-1500x and will assist in the diagnosis of 1200 cases a year for at least 10 years.  Podiatry is Memorial Health Center’s newest specialty.  The previous chair used by the Center’s specialist, prior to the Foundation’s purchase, didn’t have the functionality required for the procedures performed.  The cost of the products and services above totals approximately $25,400.
